Indian Garden is just a
bit to the north of where this map ends.

ANDERSONVILLE: Women & Children First, Kopi Café, Chicago Filmmakers,
Neo-futurarium, Brown Elephant.  Heartland Café is about 2.5 miles north of
here, straight up the Red Line.  Left of Center and Heritage are about halfway
there, just south of Loyola between Broadway & Sheridan.
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LAKEVIEW & ENVIRONS: Music Box, Schubas, Brown Elephant,
Chicago Diner, Uncommon Ground, Pick-Me-Up.  Toast (746 W
Webster) is about 2.5 miles south on Halsted.

HYDE PARK:  Books, books, books!



WICKER PARK & ENVIRONS: Toast (2046 N. Damen), Handlebar, Quimby’s,
The Hideout (by red star), New World Resource Center.  The Empty Bottle is
about a mile further south on Western.
