Political Agenda

Impose Drastic Cuts in Legal Immigration Admissions Policy 
Our immigration system honors the principal of family unity. FAIR’s legislative agenda essentially would eviscerate this policy by: 

• Imposing a national moratorium on all permanent immigration other than spouses and minor children of U.S. citizens. 

• Adopting national population objectives, and set immigration levels consistent with those goals. 

• Ending family “chain migration.” Limit immigration entitlements to spouses and minor children of the principle immigrant. 

• Reducing overall levels of permanent legal immigration to 300,000 or less. 

• Ending the visa lottery. 

Do Away with Protections for Refugees and Asylees
FAIR itself states that “[t]he United States can and should honor its historic commitment to protecting people fleeing political persecution in their homelands.” However the group’s agenda would place this already vulnerable population at even greater risk for harm by: 

• Limiting claims of political asylum to individuals who were legally present in the U.S. at the time the triggering event occurred. 

• Limiting the grounds for refugee and asylum to persecution of individuals for reasons of race, ethnicity, religion, or political belief, thereby doing away with the important and longstanding ground of persecution on the basis of membership in a particular social group. 

• Repealing Temporary Protected Status (TPS) or severely limiting eligibility for the program. 

• Further limiting annual refugee admissions. 

Oppose Any Meaningful Efforts Toward True Immigration Reform 
FAIR is still operating under the antiquated theory that “[t]here are very few, if any, jobs Americans won’t do,” and that “guest worker programs…will cripple, if not decimate, the American middle class standard of living.” However, study after study have shown that, far from “decimating” the American middle class standard of living, immigrant labor is what supports our 

standard of living.5  FAIR’s proposals fail to take into account true market forces, and would bring the U.S. economy to a screeching halt by: 

• Freezing existing caps for all existing “guest worker” (read: temporary employment-based visa) programs. 

• opposing any “guest worker” status for undocumented aliens, such as the program proposed by President Bush. 

• opposing any path toward earned legal status for hardworking, taxpaying undocumented immigrants already in this country. 

Instead, FAIR believes Congress should: 

• Mandate state and local police cooperation with federal immigration authorities in enforcing civil immigration laws and penalize states and local jurisdictions that adopt non-cooperation laws. 

• Deploy military forces at our borders. 

• Authorize bail bondsmen to apprehend nonimmigrants who have overstayed their visas. 

• Require routine and periodic alien registration. 

• Further circumscribe judicial review of deportation decisions. 

• Expand the expedited removal program, further trampling the rights of immigrants. 

• Render aliens inadmissible and deportable for wholly lawful and peaceful activity if such activity supports any group that has engaged in the use of weapons or has threatened to use weapons. 

• Bar acceptance of foreign consular identity documents, with the exception of valid passports. 

• Prohibit federal agencies from accepting for any official purpose a state-issued identification card or driver’s license that does not meet numerous minimum document requirements and issuance standards, including verification of immigration status. 

• Institute a tamper-resistant, electronically verifiable Social Security card and require all employers to verify the work eligibility status of all new employees. 

• Make mandatory for all employers the use of the national electronic worker eligibility verification system. 

• Re-institute enforcement of our outdated employer sanctions laws. 

• Oppose re-institution of INA § 245(i) benefits. 

• Permanently bar Social Security eligibility for retirement or disability benefits based on any quarter worked in the United States by undocumented aliens. 

• Require employers to assume the social costs, such as education and health care, for the workers they bring to this country. 

• Place into indefinite detention removable aliens who refuse repatriation to their home country, or whose home countries cannot be determined. 

• Require in-person consular interviews for all people applying for a visa to the U.S.

Year Founded – 1979, following a factional split in Zero Population Growth led by John Tanton. Along with Sidney Swensrud and Sharon Barnes, Tanton founded FAIR in 1979.

Size & breadth - 70,000 members

Affiliations - Among those board members who are affiliated with population control, immigration policy, or family planning organizations is John Tanton, who founded FAIR and is a principal in several anti-immigration groups, including Center for Immigration Studies (CIS) and Numbers-USA. In its educational and advocacy work, FAIR works closely with the above groups as well as other anti-immigrant organizations such as ProjectUSA and Coalition for the Future of the American Worker. FAIR joined the Protect Arizona Now (PAN) initiative to limit state services to immigrants through a state referendum.

Pioneer Fund provided FAIR with $1.2 million in grants from 1985 to 1994. (12)(21) Pioneer is a nonprofit foundation that supports scientific studies in the areas of heredity, human differences, behavioral genetics, intelligence, social demography, and group differences by sex, social class, and race.

Budget - In 2002 FAIR’s income of $3.6 million came from the following sources: unrestricted grants ($1,877,079), contributions ($1,142,753), investment income ($482,737), other income ($25,856), and net assets released from restrictions ($142,142). Expenditures the same year amounted to $4 million for public education ($598,273), membership education and services ($515,347), field ($296,545), research and publications ($468,273), media ($363,260), government relations ($438,827), lobbying ($265,942), litigation ($125,740), management and general supporting services ($482,449), and fundraising ($452,696).

Outrageous - Dan Stein, the group's executive director, has warned that certain immigrant groups are engaged in "competitive breeding" aimed at diminishing white power.

Garrett Hardin, a FAIR board member, has argued that aiding starving Africans is counterproductive and will only "encourage population growth."

In a 1997 interview, Tanton said that unless U.S. borders are sealed, America will be overrun by people "defecating and creating garbage and looking for jobs."

“Successes”
Tanton's "movement" achieved some notable successes: 

· Almost 30 states and many more local communities passed "English Only" statutes enshrining English as the language of official business.

· In 1994, after extensive campaigning by Tanton-supported groups, millions of Californians joined in passing Proposition 187, which denied social services to undocumented workers.

· Two years later, Tanton celebrated the passage of the Illegal Immigration Reform and Immigrant Responsibility Act, a law meant to cut illegal immigration that was heavily backed by anti-immigration groups. It required that asylum seekers be held in detention until they established a credible fear of persecution at home, a process that could take years.

John Vinson

Has headed American Immigration Control Foundation since 1990.Has worked closely with White supremacist Council of Conservative Citizens, as a speaker at its conferences and a columnist, and more recently a contributing writer for its publication.
